
CONTRACT  OF  CUSTOMS BROKER SERVICES 

 ___________________________
THIS CONTRACT made on the 2nd day of APRIL 2014 made and entered between:

The  NATIONAL FOOD AUTHORITY (NFA), Region VII with business address at Gov. Mariano Cueno Avenue, Cebu City, represented by its Regional Director, ATTY. DANILO L. BONABON, hereinafter called the “ENTITY”  






And

QUICKWAY CUSTOMS BROKERAGE FIRM, with business address at Rm. 301, Jo. A Bldg., Road 6, North Reclamation Area, Cebu City, represented by DAMARIS M. BASHER , hereinafter called the “CONTRACTOR”:

WHEREAS, the ENTITY invited Bids for Customs Broker Services  and has accepted a Bid by the CONTRACTOR for customs broker services in the sum of Two Million Pesos (Ps. 2,000,000.00) hereinafter called the “Contract Price”. 

NOW THIS CONTRACT WITNESSETH AS FOLLOWS:
1. In this Contract, words and expressions shall have the same meaning as are respectively assigned to them in the Conditions of Contract referred to.

2. The following documents shall be deemed to form and be read and construed as part of this Contract, viz.: 

a) The Bid Form and the Price Schedule submitted by the      winning Bidder;

b) The Schedule of Requirements;

c) The Technical Specifications;

d) The General Conditions of Contract;

e) The  Special Conditions of Contract; 

f) The Notice of Award; and 

g) The Notice to Proceed

1. In consideration of the payments to be made by the ENTITY to the CONTRACTOR as hereinafter mentioned, the CONTRACTOR hereby covenants with the ENTITY the following obligations:

General:
To provide customs brokerage services to the ENTITY consisting of consultation, preparation, signing and filing of import documents, declaration of customs duties and taxes and rendering of other professional services in matters relating to customs duties and tariff laws, its procedures and practices;         

a) Upon receipt of advice of vessel arrival from the ENTITY, to      file and secure approval of the following requests two (2) working days before vessel arrival:

1) Permit to discharge imported rice from foreign vessel;

2)      Overtime services of customs personnel at the wharfinger’s      

office;

b) To file formal import entry with Bureau of Customs upon receipt of the following :

1) Bill of Lading
2) Commercial Invoice

3) Certification of Fumigation
4) Phyto Sanitary Certificate
5) Certificate of Origin
6) Certificate of Weight and Inspection
7) Packing Lists
8)  Stowage Plan

c)   To follow up release of OCOM (Office of the Commissioner)       

Clearance
d)   To purchase the following Bureau of Customs import documents and make the necessary payments/fees:

1) Bureau of Customs Import Documents:

i. Import Entry and Internal Revenue Declaration (IEIRD)
ii. Boat Note

2) Bureau of Customs Fees:

i. Documentary metered stamp for request for permit to discharge, permit to board vessel, permit to shipside discharging and BOC personnel overtime;
ii. Import Entry processing fee, etc.

4.  The ENTITY hereby covenants to pay the CONTRACTOR, in consideration of the provision of customs brokerage services and the remedying of defects therein, the following rate, inclusive of VAT and not subject to increase:

          a.  The number of vans cited refers to the number of container vans expected to arrive where the services of the CONTRACTOR is needed.  The ENTITY may reduce the volume of services required from the CONTRACTOR based on any revision of operational plan and/or schedule of arrival of the container vans.  However, the provision of “repeat order” under Section 51 of RA 9184 may also apply.

b.   Payment shall be on a per van basis, at the rate, inclusive of VAT, of              
Ps. 10,000.00 per container van at the ENTITY’s Provincial 
Office (NFA Provincial Office).


C.  Payment shall be made upon release of the OCOM Clearance.

5.  The  ENTITY  and the CONTRACTOR covenant to adhere to the Special  Provision of this Contract:

a. The ENTITY reserves the right to enter into an agreement with other customs broker(s), if the ENTITY later finds the CONTRACTOR  to be incapable of undertaking its obligations under this Contract or when public interest so requires.

6.   Duration  

This Contract shall be in full force and effect until December 31, 2014 or upon completion of the customs broker services for the awarded number of vans, whichever comes first.

8.   Venue of Action

An action arising from this Contract should be filed at any competent court of the City of Cebu.
