Bid offers exceeding the Approved Budget for the Contract (ABC) shall be declared NON-RESPONSIVE and shall be automatically rejected.

XIII. CONTRACT SIGNING

The winning bidder shall enter into contract with the procuring entity within ten (10) calendar days from receipt of the Notice of Award, provided further that all documentary requirements are complied with.

XIV. EFFECTIVITY AND DURATION OF THE CONTRACT

The Contract covering the abovementioned project shall be effective upon receipt of the winning bidder of the Notice to Proceed.

To guarantee the faithful performance by the winning bidder of its obligations under the contract in accordance with the Bidding Documents, it shall post a performance security prior to the signing of the contract.

The Contractor shall request billing claim in writing upon 100% project accomplishment together with the following documents:

Payment shall be made at the NFA NORTHERN LEYTE PROVINCIAL OFFICE, PAWING, PALO, LEYTE upon completion of the duly accomplished voucher and other supporting documents and subject to the usual NFA accounting and auditing rules and regulations.

XVI.
LIQUIDATED DAMAGES
In pursuant to Section 68 and Annex E of RIRR of RA 9184;

9.1 Where the contractor refuses or fails to satisfactorily complete the work within the specified contract time, plus any time extension duly granted and is hereby in default under the contract, the contractor shall pay the NFA for liquidated damages, and not by way of penalty, an amount as provided in the conditions of contract, equal to at least one tenth (1/10) of one percent ( 1%) of the cost of the unperformed portion of the works for every day of delay.
9.2 A project or a portion thereof may be deemed usable when it starts to provide the desired benefits as certified by the targeted end-users and the concerned procuring entity.

9.3 To be entitled to such liquidated damages, the procuring entity does not have to prove that it has incurred actual damages. Such amount shall be deducted from any money due to or which may become due the contractor under the contract and/or collect such liquidated damages from the retention money or other securities posted by the contractor whichever is convenient to the procuring entity.

9.4 In case that the delay in the completion of the work exceeds a time duration equivalent to ten percent (10%) of the specified contract time plus any time extension duly granted to the contractor, the procuring entity concerned may rescind the contract, forfeit the contractor’s performance security and takeover the prosecution of the project or award the same to a qualified contractor through negotiated contract.

9.5 In no case however, shall the total sum of liquidated damages exceed ten percent (10%) of the total contract price, in which event the contract shall automatically be taken over by the procuring entity concerned or award the same to a qualified contractor through negotiation and the erring contractor’s performance security shall be forfeited. The Amount of the forfeited performance security shall be aside from the amount of the liquidated damages that the contractor shall pay the government under the provisions of this clause and impose other appropriate sanctions.

9.6 For terminated contracts where negotiation shall be undertaken, the procedures prescribed in the IRR shall be adopted.

XVII. CONTRACTOR'S OBLIGATION

The contractor shall carry out the works properly and in accordance with this contract. The contractor shall provide all supervision, labor, materials, equipment/tools which   may be required. The contractor shall do the works with his best skill and attention. He shall carefully examine all the plans, specifications and contract documents. He shall perform all the works necessary to carry out the intent of the plans and specifications and shall immediately report to NFA any error, inconsistency or omission which he discover in the plans, specifications and contract documents. The Contractor shall be responsible for the safety of all activities on the site at all times. 
 XVIII. COMPLETION

The Contractor shall request the NFA representative to issue a Certificate of Completion of the works and will do so upon deciding that the work is completed in conformity with the specified NFA specifications.

Upon completion of the works, the Contractor shall immediately clear the site and remove all construction debris, supplies materials, rubbish and temporary works of every kind and leave the whole site and works clean in workmanlike condition to the satisfaction of the Owner.

XIX.  FINAL INSPECTION

When the materials and equipment of the Contract works have been furnished and installed, and the Works have been executed in accordance with the Plans and Specifications as provided for and contemplated by the contract, the Owner shall make the final inspection under the following procedures:

1. Upon notice from the Contractor of his completion of the entire Contract works, the inspectorate team and/or the supervising engineer shall make a preliminary inspection.
2. If, at such inspection, it was found that the contract works have been found complete in accordance with the NFA Specifications, final acceptance of the work shall be recommended subject to warranty for the defects.
3. If however, at the preliminary inspection, any work in whole or in part is found unsatisfactory, the supervising Engineer shall give the Contractor necessary instruction as to the correction thereof before final inspection.
4. The Contractor shall immediately comply with and execute such instruction.
5. Upon satisfactory correction/replacement of such work, another inspection will be made which shall constitute the final inspection to verify if said correction order has been complied with and the work completed. If so, then, final acceptance is hereby recommended.

XX.  WARRANTY 


Warranty for this project shall be observed pursuant to Section 62 of the Revised IRR of RA 9184.

XXI.  ENTIRETY CLAUSE
1. The Contract to be signed shall be understood to contain all the agreements between the parties and all bid documents considered as integral part of the     contract.
2. No alteration, amendments and/or   modifications to the Contract shall be  considered valid unless agreed upon by both parties contained in a duly notarized document.
3. All applicable provisions of Revised IRR of RA 9184 are deemed adopted for this project.
XX . RESERVATION CLAUSE
Pursuant to Section 41 of the Revised Implementing Rules and Regulations of RA 9184 , the Head of the Procuring Entity(HOPE) reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bids, to annul the bidding process, and to reject all Bids any time prior to contract award, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected Bidder or Bidders for any justifiable ground where the award of the contract will not redound to the benefit of the Government.
XXI. VENUE OF ACTIONS

Legal actions arising out of or relating to this contract shall be filed with any of the competent courts of Quezon City or Tacloban City, Leyte, Philippines at the option of NFA.
