You are further advised to comply fully with the following terms and conditions: 
1. Operating Procedures:
a. All offerors are required to inspect the subject unserviceable/junk materials at the National Food Authority located at Pawing, Palo, Leyte for actual inspection with corresponding certificate of site inspection from NFA concerned location. All offerors are required to participate the whole lots (I-IX). Offers below the minimum bid price shall not be allowed.

b. The offer shall be on “AS-IS-WHERE-IS” basis. Dismantling, Provision of Laborers/Skilled Welder, Scaffoldings, Truckscale Weighing and Handling from pile to scale and scale to offeror’s vehicle shall be the account of the winning offeror. Actual weighing will be done after the said junk materials are fully dismantled. Provincial Office Disposal Committee should be present during the actual weighing together with COA representative as observer.

c. A bidder’s bid bond equivalent to 10% of the total amount of the offer in the form of Cash, Manager’s Check (issued in favour of NFA), payable to the NFA shall be submitted together with the sealed offer/bids. Otherwise, the offer shall be automatically rejected or disqualified.

d. The winning offeror shall be required to post a Performance Bond equivalent to 10% of the winning bid offer for the faithful performance of the awardee’s obligation in the withdrawal of the awarded junk materials and other conditions related thereto. 

e. The winning offeror shall withdraw the bidded junk materials within five (5) working days from receipt of authority to withdraw. Otherwise, the award may be cancelled and the bond will be forfeited. Withdrawal of junk materials on Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays shall not be allowed.

f. All incidental expenses incurred in the process of dismantling and withdrawal of bidded junk materials shall be borne by the awardee.

g. The winning offeror shall effect full payment within three (3) working days upon receipt of Notice of Award of Sale, otherwise the bidder’s bid bond shall be forfeited.

h. That in as much as the weight of the junk materials subjected to the bidding are merely based on estimates which are the basis of the payment prior to issuance of “Authority to Withdraw”, there are instances that the estimated weight exceeds that which had been actually paid by the awardee in which case, the awardee shall be under obligation to make additional payments corresponding to the excess and to withdraw the same within the original period. 

i. However, if junk materials withdrawal is less than what the buyer has paid for, the NFA shall reimburse the balance following the NFA reimbursement voucher system.

2. Payment Scheme:
A. Payment shall be either in the form of Cash, Manager’s/Cashier’s Check in favour of NFA.
B. Payment of the whole awarded lots shall be made within three (3) working days from the receipt of Notice of Award.

C. Performance Bond shall be released by NFA upon receipt of a written request by the offeror with the following supporting documents:

1. Original copy of the Official Receipt (OR) of Bid/Performance Bond.

2. Statement of Full Withdrawal of Bidded Junk Materials duly noted by the Provincial Manager.
